	- Know what personal information is and keep it private.

- Use simple passwords and ask an adult before sharing anything online.

	- Understand that information online can stay there and be copied.

	- Know that work created is your own and needs saving with a name.

- Understand that others’ work belongs to them.

	- Use simple tools to find information.

- Ask for help if something or someone online makes you uncomfortable.


	Year 3
	- Create simple rules for staying safe online.

- Use and protect passwords; share information only with trusted people.


	- Search safely for information and think carefully before sharing online.

	- Be kind online and recognise unkind behaviour.

- Know what bullying looks like and how to get help.


	- Know that online friends may not be real-life friends.

- Ask permission before sharing anything about others.



	- Understand that not everything online is free to use.

- Use key words to find reliable information.

	- Tell fact from opinion.

- Know how to get help if online content feels worrying or upsetting.

	- Keep personal information private.

- Know online activity is monitored and not always private.

	- Stay safe in online games or platforms.

- Recognise respectful and disrespectful behaviour.

	- Recognise emotions online and how posts affect others.

- Know how online bullying can happen.

	- Understand online information about you may not be accurate.

- Know others may post things about you without permission. 


	- Know who owns online content.

- Recognise when you can reuse material.

	- Understand online identities can differ from real life.

- Know how behaviour affects how others see you.

	- Protect accounts and personal information.

- Create strong passwords and know how apps request data.

	- Know how tech affects sleep/wellbeing.

- Tell reliable information from fake content.

	- Recognise online bullying and keep evidence.

- Know how to block/report abuse.
